HOW WICEN CAN HELP YOU!

This is how the WICEN radio operators can help gad in particular what we require from you
should something happen to you or your horse otitermiddle of nowhere.

Often when an incident happens out on the couhgefirst information the ride organisers and
your strappers receive is from the WICEN radio epms. This information has been passed tp us
generally from another rider. This informationoféen vague and sometimes inaccurate due to ighein
third hand information. If you think that you nebkelp out on the course due to an incident or actjd
stop and think about what sort of help you needwhdt is the best way to get it, keeping in mind|th
limitations of vehicle access to some parts ofcirse.

As radio operators, the sort of information wech&eact quickly includes:

* what has happened.

* who you are and where you are

* the nature of any injuries sustained to you auryhorse

* what your intentions are (ie, where are you gadn are you staying put?)

* what special requirements you have (ie, you reefidat, an ezy-boot, farrier or vet, ambulana.et
Finally, one of the big problems we have foundha past is riders asking for specific things, adloat tg
a specific location, and then changing their miadd continuing on to a different location withoellihg
anyone. This causes confusion and wastes timénigd&r you. So, in conclusion, if something hapge
to you out on the course and you need help, hatenk about what sort of help you need and how|that
could best be obtained and pass that informatiom amother rider to give to the WICEN radio opersito

Lyn and Adrian Bailey have been synonymous with ueadce riding since its inception in Australia.
Introduced to the sport by Ron and Val Males ofvBalfame in 1966 they witnessed the first Tom Qudbld
Cup. From that moment on Lyn and Adrian spentrtlifetime, running rides (and in doing so raisimgpney
for Careflight and Riding for the Disabled), comipgt record keeping, officiating as well as beirgipful and
enthusiastic to both members and new comers tepibe regardless of the level they were at.

Lyn Bailey (nee Nelson) grew up in the Sydney shimfrMascot, with her two brothers, a city kid sardmal
mad, she had her horse Snowy in the backyard. waga bright student and after attending GardeReesl
school was selected to attend Sydney Girls’ HighoBt Adrian was born in the Valley, a descendsdrthe
original settlers.

Lyn’s parents wanted a holiday home and purchemed dn Settlers Road that was in 1959. There Viesah
dance at the School of Arts Hall on the oppositekbaof the Macdonald River from The Settlers Arihsyas
here Lyn met Adrian.

The young handsome Adrian courted Lyn and he caitteanifestyle that must have been irresistiblehey
married in 1966 and settled in Wrights Creek.
