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Shahzada post-ride Veterinary Report, 2010.

This year the formats offered at Shahzada chanligdutlg with a 400km main ride and |a
120km mini-marathon ride only being offered. Thesre 79 starters in the main ride, up from| 58
in 2009 and 76 starters in the mini-marathon.

33 riders successfully completed the 400km ridepmpletion rate of almost 42%, slightly
down on the 58% completion rate of 2009. 1 of thpetitors successfully elevated to the 500km,
well done Maureen! There was the normal attritiate, with 75 riders completing day 1, 67 riders
completing day 2, 55 riders completing day 3, 4léns completing day 4 and 33 riders completing
day 5.

There was the normal host of problems resultingeinouts, some heart rates, a spattering of
greasy heal as per usual and some lameness and igjtedit should go to those riders that realised
their horses were on the brink of vetting out alegteng to withdraw, especially those on Friday.

The re-present system worked well again, credalghgo to Dr Kym Hagon for having the
foresight for implementing this system. The resprés give the rider and horse the benefit of 4-12
hours to work on the tissue of their horse andigeiugh to the next stage. The system works well
because the riders realise that they are beingngv@cond chance and the Vets are happy because
they know that some problems can be fixed with tané diligent strapping.

Unlike 2009 the infamous steps leg was negotiatgbout incident and credit should be
given to the committee for having the foresighiptovide chaperones on the steepest part of the
steps for those riders that were nervous.

Two years after the very first ride, our daughkdaddie was born... she was born in late July, sogauimagine how
incredibly hectic that year was for Hal. Lost dogdrand new baby... a new family, plus the usulditascope of
things always in Hal's orbit. And as well as dlist balancing major restoration work of the Seglé\rms and
blasting sandstone out of the side of the mountairhuild us a home to live in. | remember thosst fyears of
Maddie’s life so very fondly, we had such a pringtiand simple life; no electricity, a wood-firedwt to cook on and
keep us warm and we loved it.

Years rolled by and every year, weeks and weeksréehe “one week” of the ride, Hal would startéad a double
life, fitting in the long list of things that needi¢o be done.

Track marking was a major logistical feat, depegdin the weather conditions of the previous seaseosld govern
the need for track clearing and all the other asptr make the track safe for all of you.... incluglithe marking,
which was an entity in itself..... then there wasfin@wvood that for many years Hal produced by hifsmtil the ride
got so big, it was impossible to do it all.

| have many recollections of Maddie, watching tlmal&ada tapes that her Dad had made, over andagaer, with
whoever would watch them with her, to the poinsioke emanating from the back of the video player!

In the early years, a lot of the riders and familielied on their own food for the week, but agasrthe popularity of
the Ride grew, so did the need for catering. Theedibnald Valley School, where all the local kidsevattending,
decided to take on the catering and for many yadra stirling job under the banner of the “Grebigel Café”.

This title, is a Halifax Hayes-ism, alongside tlsaddle friggers”, “tough bananas”, “that’s the vilag mop flops” and
“old dogs for the hard road, puppies for the fodipao name but a few.

| can hear his voice so clearly, when | recolléese.
Then there was the annual dilemma of the buckle$What would it be?"....... “Who would design it ?”
The artisan in Hal came to the fore in this regand the original buckle, crafted by Marcus Skipet, the standard.
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Often the buckles were almost still wet with gdbeéing rushed from the platers in the city, alwdyseiemed, at the
very last moment....and then there was the horrostegpreof “Will there be enough?”

You may not realise, but some very trusting andoluioable riders have allowed their hard-won buckighe day, tg
be recycled a little further down the line, to samyone missing out, always with the promise thewld get a
replacement in a few weeks. Hal loved a bit of mMedma and could always rise to the occasion.... he tha
quintessential problem -solver...... cool, fair, buvays with that little glint in his eye.

He loved life. He loved the absurdity and randomashof life and it showed.

So when | think of jelly snakes and thongs, azilue leyes and great bushy beards and a million ¢tiregs to remind
me.... | will think of Hal.

All of you here tonight know infinitely more thandb about the experience of endurance riding wathr ynagnificent
horses, but | know how very deeply Hal cared alyoutall out there on the track and the well-beihgaur beautiful
equine beings.

Shahzada 2010 as experienced by Rachel Kuns akdtkePark Finesse
(Nessie)

It's always good to have a goal to strive towaedn if that goal has half your
friends and workmates calling you crazy. Don'tdisto them; listen to the ones
who think it sounds like a fabulous adventure. ¢bal for 2010 was to start the
Shahzada 400km marathon on my trusty (when shg ligelit) steed Nessie.

I've been doing endurance since 1988 but have nesen to Shahzada. And
since a disastrous trip to Tassie to attempt th@52Quilty, | haven't even
ventured outside of the tick zone in SE QId. |eayatfly strap and drive for
myself so distant rides are a challenge and tha afethe 1000km drive to St
Albans was a little daunting. However, | sent adiuof emails to Shahzada die-
hard and fellow Queenslander, Anne Barlow, who ssmne lengthy and
wonderfully detailed replies back, which culminatacan offer to drive down in
convoy with her. Her broken collar bone had healed she now planned to go.
Yay! | had a travel buddy! The drive suddenlymed a lot less daunting.

I had a bit of a panic 4 weeks before we left fonl&zada as a minor patch of
greasy heel on Nessie flared up badly and had tutkmn the head very severely
with some expensive veterinary help. AlthoughX@% healed up when we left
home, it was much better than it had been. I'drdhestories of the dreaded St
Albans greasy heel/cracked heels and suspectedntgit be a problem for us.
But | figured we’d deal with it when we had to; &8n't going to let it stop us.
You can't finish if you don't even start...

going again for me as | wasn't leaving until then@ay. These little bits and pieces made a huderdifce from my
point of view and | really appreciated their help.

At 2.45am Monday morning we were up and at it witbomparatively easy first leg. Nessie pulled nodshe way and
was doing her big trot (which she never does atd)oand | was feeling grateful for the extra brakésd bought six
weeks before. Then at about 45 km my left knegestdo hurt. Uh oh. It had caused major problainsn 80km ride
four weeks before but I'd hoped two massages inntkeantime would have fixed it. We vetted througl & paid a
quick visit to Sharon Thomson to see if she couldadything for the kneel also had plenty of ibuprofen and Panagdol
so hopefully | could keep it under control.

We lost Peter at the end of the first leg. Vesagpointing for him. We went on, setting off oe econd Monday leg
which headed up McKechnies. This was so very gepl!! | hadn’t done any tracks like this for mamany years and
none ever with Nessie. | loved it! And Nessie wasgood over the rocks, picking her way carefalthgl safely buf
cruising (and in some instances leaping) up ihatsame time. She finished the leg well, my kratesa well. Massage
didn't seem to be helping and painkillers were otiying so much. Plus Nessie’'s greasy heel wasingaio look
worse. | wasn't sure how we'd go on Tuesday.

On Tuesday morning my knee was not happy so | agewith drugs. Three km into the first leg | gpted and
shortened my stirrup leathers hoping that woulg leglse the pain. | was starting to think | wagoihg to be able tq
keep going for too much longer.
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At the end of the leg we vetted through but Nesdi®nt heels looked vile. The skin was grey ie @nea, smelled bad
and was very tender when | tried to wash and ttedtd seen lots of greasy heel in the past lthimg that looked likg
what she had. | took her to the vets for somecadwihich distressed me even more as it was subggested that
should withdraw. | limped back to camp feelingwedepressed and near tears. At this point Sharalmbgd me and
said ‘we’re going to strap your knee'. She hadhfibsome sports tape and got Maurie to strap the koel seriously
didn’t think either of us would get around the nkg.

Up to this point Nessie had been traveling with &gde hoof boots on all four feet. | decided tangfe the boots on
her front feet from Renegades to Easyboots (thginaii style without gaiters) as dirt and sand sekrte be
accumulating around the heel caps on the Renegatkpossibly contributing to the greasy heel. pdtbthat having
nothing on the heel area would decrease the probl&hbrought the Easyboots along specificallyaasackup plan fo
greasy heel so at least my preparation was payfngumfortunately | didn’t have a backup plan tbe hind feet as the
only boots that stay on her and don’t rub are teedgades. | just had to hope that the greasydid@t get too much
worse on the near hind. The off hind had neverdradgreasy heel during preparation and was &tél dt this point.

We set off on the second leg and fantastically dfnepping of my knee helped hugely. The pain washmore
manageable and | could ride better. Nessie digkeim to be bothered by her heels while we aregifbnly when |
tried to clean them) so we got to experience theljolittle hidden rainforest valley at the bottarh Careflight Hill,
followed by the not so lovely climb up CareflightlH We made it to the end of the leg and vettatth\Rochelle Joyce
She looked at Nessie’s heels and told me they piatty bad but to see how the trot out went. Siggested a couple
of extra things for treatment and then watched thar out. The greasy heel didn't seem to be batlgeNessie’'s
movement or soundness so we were through to gh@nday if we felt up to it.

Both vets had suggested soaking Nessie’s heelpsork salts. Guess what I'd forgotten, left inkliehen cupboard at
home. | paid a visit to Anne and her sister Kaso were both adamant that | should not withdrawdhould manage
the problem — manage, manage, manage. Karen wpdinve, saying Wednesday is the worst day. If yaan get
through Wednesday, then pull out all stops and alar yhardest to get to the end. | left with AnnEgsom salts
instructions from Karen on how to make up the satid bandage Nessie and thankfully, a little mgténdsm. | took a
side trip to the public phone to alert my sisteattive had a problem and might not make it throunghrtext day, then
back to camp to bandage and cream the heels.

Early Wednesday morning | removed the Epsom saitihges and wiped off the bit of cream I'd put odlemthem.
Such relief — the heels actually looked a littleslangry and Nessie wasn't nearly as sore whethesked them in White
ointment before popping on the boots. Quietly fiojpee set off down to the Word of Life crossingdanp Boyd'’s,
following a pack of horses, and then we hoonedgtbe Woomerah track having a great yak with ABohham. We
got to McKechnies, the first tricky downhill we’catd so far and April went on ahead while we tooktome. Multiple
people had told me that when negotiating down thése (particularly Prestons and The Steps), dhe horse a long
rein, get well ahead of them and don't look batHid the first two but really couldn’t do the lasthad to keep looking
back and guiding Nessie which did help when shédéecshe saw a better track than the one we werévtini-panic,
stop Nessie!! And then redirect her down off tteep metre high rock ledge she’d gotten herself.ofMo harm done
though. Onwards to Preston. My knee snarled aivhen | got off and attempted to walk up it scoibked like | was
going to be riding up everything - but at leasbuid lead down. | hopped back on and poor Nesmikth carry me al
the way up the very steep Prestons, with me tryingtay as far forward and off her back as possitfie did a
fabulous job getting to the top and then we headeight back down the other side of Prestons. hatka repeat of
McKechnies when Nessie decided on a different tréck again we got safely back on track, finishied hill and
returned to down with a bit of a fang through tleenmon paddocks. Back to the vets and we got thehgad to keep
going. Nessie’s heels were still yucky but shevesto be coping well. We might just get to thd ehWednesday!

Off on the second leg. We only saw one other ratethe start and then no one until we got to thitobn of Short
Wellums. | suspect Nessie was wondering if shetiva®nly horse in the world having to go out aondtte track - but
a bunch caught us up and went on past through dddqgek. As we headed back to base Nessie hookbdhimd
Martin's stallion and checked him out all the wagck in. We got through the vet check and | wadirfgeslightly
euphoric that we’d actually made it this far. T Nessie’s four heels were nasty but they weréonger grey and
gunky looking, instead resembling a dried up dartdno with cracks all over them covering an arearlgehe size of
my palm on the near fore and hind. Again, I'd meseen anything like it. | was getting a whole remhucation in skin
problems. But at least the heels weren’t infeetegimore. | made a phone call to my sister todetkdmow we were stil
going and she seemed even more relieved than rhe! aifiticipation had been killing her. | was feglinuch better
than | had expected to so | headed off to the Eigtkbmbat with Anne and Co. to enjoy Shahzada I#éé really need
to get some of Kym Hagon’s songs down on paperis bevery funny and talented guy.
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Thursday dawned. Nessie’s heels didn’t look mudhse than the day before, although the cracks eméar hind
were spreading. | was starting to think we mighkeit to the end even with the heel and knee probl Heading off
down the road | ran into Anne and Karen. Karemssh had just pulled a shoe so she went back to tavile Anne
and | continued on together. This turned into dh& leg where | rode the whole way with someorene told me
stories of her early Shahzada rides, what the wmhelad was like and what to expect when we gdtadsteps (plus a bjt
of Queensland gossip not suitable for NSW earg)thé Steps Anne went down ahead.

Off on the second leg and Nessie felt tired andgh so we took our time on anything rough anded steadily
wherever it was good. A slow walk down Boyds aralreturned to town, where the vet commented thatrss quite
tired. Hopefully a good night's sleep would puttys right and she’ll feel perky for the last day.

Friday morning and | was running low on Ibuproféivhere had it all gone? At least | still had lofts?anadol. Should
buy shares in one or the other company or convinem to sponsor rides as I'm sure | wasn’t the amg popping
pills.

Just completely stopped hgrtihgot back
on and trotted back to town feeling elated becémisthe first time since Monday there wasn’t anynpal knew it was
temporary but heck, enjoy it while it lasts. Nolpiems at the vet, Nessie's heels were no worsd aag now feeling
sick with nerves with only 30km to go.

Last leg. | figured we'd just take our time, nolugve were so close now. We got to the Steps assil just stopped
dead and stared at the spectators. | had to tugettder attention and get her going but once tesigrted she
followed me up the Steps beautifully.
