Email rossmudie@alwaysonline.net.au or leave a message on Ross Mudie's answer machine on 02 9456 6301. The available numbers for 400km entrants are:   Mares, Stallions & Geldings 1 to 100.  Numbers already reserved are shown at www.shahzadaresults.org in the 400km START LIST.


On receipt of your fully paid pre-nomination, you will initially receive a copy of the pre-ride books, your receipt and the "Pre-Ride Information" printout from the event computer and entry form from Ross Mudie.  The starters list on the 2010 Shahzada web site will show pre-nominations and advance reservations.  (There will be no web site update between 1/6/10 and 6/7/10.)  Initial posting of pre-ride books are expected to commence about 12/7/2010 (or when the books become available).

Limits on entrant numbers - 400km, 100 total mares, geldings & stallions; 3 Day Mini-Marathon Ride, total 50 entrants.  Preference will include date order of receipt of the pre-nominations.

What if Things Change? - Pre-nominated entries for rider & horse can be changed up to pre-ride vetting without incurring additional fees.  Partly completed pre-nomination forms are not acceptable.

What if I can't get to Shahzada after Pre-Nomination? - Providing that you advise the ride recorder of your withdrawal, you will receive a refund of the entry fee paid less a withdrawal fee. If your pre-ride books have been posted and you don’t want a post ride book then the withdrawal fee will be $10.  If the post ride book is also required then the withdrawal fee is $20.  Withdrawals will be refunded (less the appropriate fee) by cheque through the mail after the Shahzada.  Refund cheques must be banked within 2 months of the date on the cheque.  Cheques which remain unbanked after 2 months will be cancelled.  You must ring 02 9456 6301 in person to advise of a withdrawal or advise personally in writing or in person at the ride recorder at Shahzada or by email to rossmudie@alwaysonline.net.au .

Late Entries - who have not pre-nominated, should take their completed pre-nomination form to the computer shed in the vetting area as soon as possible after arriving in St Albans.  Riders are reminded of the limit on entrant numbers (above).  If the number of entrants exceeds the quota, entry will be allowed on a first come basis.  Late entries are not guaranteed of a camp site, event entry or pre-ride books.  Late entries on the day of vetting may be refused.
80 K single day rides - There will be no 80 K single day rides.
What are the qualification requirements? - All riders must be financial AERA members, No day membership will be available.   400 km Shahzada -Yellow log book for the horse and AERA pre-requisite recent successful completion, no novice riders.  3 Day Mini-Marathon Ride - Blue or Yellow log book.

Pre-ride nomination enquires and notification of withdrawals - Ross Mudie, phone and answer machine (not between 1/6/10 & 6/7/10.) - 02 9456 6301.  Email:  rossmudie@alwaysonline.net.au . What about independent campers? - Campers who are not a Shahzada volunteer worker, or part of an entrant’s support party will pay a $40 camping fee, in addition to the $40 power charge if power is required.

What is the availability of power? - There is very little power available for campers and then only for low power loads such as lights, battery chargers and electric blankets.  Power is not available for space heating, boiling water, cooking, pumps etc,  use of LPG is suggested for these functions.  (Pumps should be 12v battery powered due to starting currents on 240 volt pumps).  Power cost is $40 per camp site.  Campers wanting power must provide their own safety switch and power cables.  Campers with generators will be required to locate in special areas, all generators must be very quiet and there will be a curfew on generator operation. 

Sick horses ? - Please ensure your horse is fit and healthy before attempting to bring him/her to Shahzada.  If your horse is deemed unhealthy by a Shahzada vet you will be asked to remove your horse from the ride base.
